This Indenture made the second day of December in the year of our lord one thousand eight hundred and thirty four between John Watrous of the town of Hillsdale county of Columbia and the state of New York and Sarah his wife of the first part and Eleazer Tracy of the town of Austerlitz, County and state aforesame of the second part wittnesseth that the said parties of the first part for and in consideration of the sum of eight thousand dollars lawful money of the United States Of America to them in hand paid by the said party of the second part at or before the ensealing and delivery of these presents the receipt whereof is hereby acknowledged the said party of the second part , his heirs, executors and administrators forever released and  discharged from the same by these presents have granted, bargained, sold, aliened, remised, released, conveyed, and confirmed and by these presents do grant, bargain, sell, alien, remise, release, convey and confirm unto the said party of the second part and to his heirs and assigns forever all that certain piece, parcel  or tract of land situate, lying and being in the town of Hillsdale, Ghent and Austerlitz boundaries as follows viz Beginning at the Northeasterly corner of a lot of land belonging to school district No. 6 in the town of Hillsdale  in the westerly side of the road  at a point bearing North Forty-one degrees east  this last forty-six  links from a popular tree  thence along the road North forty-one degrees East Seven Chains And thirty Links thence Crossing the road South fifty-six degrees & thirty minutes East Five Chains & twenty eight links thence South thirty-Nine Degrees & thirty minutes  west Four Chains & fourteen links North Fifty –Six Degrees West thirty-eight links South Forty-seven degrees west one Chains thirteen links to the ….
